Dunyavi Gypsy Dance  - Dalia Carella

A signature dance created by Dalia Carella using traditional gypsy (Roma)

movements from Turkey, Spain, India and North Africa.   Besides beautiful

skirt and hand movement, many mudras (hand gestures) are used from tribal

cultures to create a unique, expressive form.

El Mundo Dance - Dalia Carella

A fusion of Near Eastern dance movements with Andalucian and Latin dance

influences. Andalucian and Near Eastern hand gestures and Latin/Caribbean

skirtwork are blended delicately together to accentuate the Moorish feeling

of this art form.

El Abanico De Fuego  - Dalia Carella (also done as a group)

A Masterful use of the Spanish Fan and flailing skirt stirring up a fiery

and colorful dance experience.

El Baile Del Manton - Dalia Carella

A  m'elange of Andalucian and Middle Eastern dance that uses 

with dramatic flair, the Manton, a traditonal Spanish shawl.

Danse Orientale  - Dalia Carella (or as a group)

A classical dance performed on the concert stage as well as a cabaret dance

performed in niteclubs throughout the Middle Eastern World and

internationally.  This ancient artform expresses the beauty, power and

strength of womanhood from the era of the Harem to the world today.

Sacred and Ancient Hand Gesturing - Dalia Carella

An improvisational dance focuses on a medley of hand movements from Ancient

Egypt, the Middle East, India, North Africa and China.

Black and Gold Sari   - Dalia Carella

A contemporary dance inspired by Ruth St. Denis. The dancer/sari seller

tries to sell a beautiful sari in a marketplace but becomes so attached to

the Sari that she cannot sell it.  The Sari takes on a new life of movement.

Salome - Duet -  King Herod and Salome.  Dance of blood enticing the King 

for the Head of John The Baptist.

Cobra - an improvised dance depicting a High Priestess Cobra Goddess

utilizing Ancient Egyptian, Middle Eastern and Indian Cobra movement danced

to contemporary music.

Egypta/Isis- Based on The Egyptian Book of the Dead, it's Ritual and the

Goddess Isis.  Isis reveals herself with extraordinary wings on stage.

Nautch - The Nautch dancing girls show off their dance technique and

attributes through their dancing, and a Sari Seller performs an umbella 

dance to get the dancers and the audience to buy his wares. A contemporary 

fusion of Indian Folk dance and Kathak.

Salome - a seductive dance of the seven veils.

Oulid Nayli - a tribe of dancing girls from Bou Saada, Algeria whose dancing

skills have been handed down for generations from mother to daughter.

Egypta - a dance drama depicting Isis and her followers.  This dance

incorporates Egyptian Yoga, Jazz, African and Ancient Pharaonic Movement

researched by travels to the tombs of the Valley of the Kings and Queens and

historical Ancient Egypt .
